DEACON'S QUESTION BOX

Infallibility means that everything the
Pope says is true

If the Pope tells you who is going to
win the next World Series, don't take your
money out of your pocket and bet on it. The
Pope has no more insight on the outcome of
the baseball season than you or | do. If he
offers you a list of great novels, accept it as
his personal opinion based on his own
background and preferences. You are not
bound to accept the list as the final statement
of best novels.

Certainly, the Pope enjoys the gift of
infallibility but only within a certain scope.
His infallibility, gained as the successor of
St. Peter, is strictly limited. Vatican | taught
the Pope teaches infallibly when “he
proclaims by a definitive act some doctrine
of faith or morals.” Vatican Il reaffirmed
that teaching. Please note, the teaching
specifically applies only to matters of faith
and the ways we live that faith; that is
morals. Additionally, infallibility is only a
factor when the Pope *“proclaims by a
definitive act.” A definitive act would be a
formal, public statement and, according to
Vatican 1l, must be stated in a specific
manner. The manner must be such that there
is no confusion that the Pope is speaking in
this manner and that what he is saying is to
be held definitively by all the faithful.

The Pope is not the only one who
may teach infallibly. Vatican Il tells us the
bishops, when they are united with the Pope,
also teach infallibly. This would ordinarily
happen in an ecumenical council like

Vatican | or Il. There have been twenty-two
councils, counting the first one recorded in
the Acts of the Apostles, and most of them
have issued doctrinal or moral decrees.
These would be considered infallible.

There is a third mode of infallibility.

When the bishops and the Pope teach what
the Church has always taught, the Holy
Spirit guarantees that teaching is infallible.
For example, the Church has always taught
the historical reality of the Resurrection.
When a bishop teaches this, he is teaching
infallibly.
